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Appendix C

Educational Accommodation for Disabilities Other than Learning Disabilities

Students requesting educational accommodations must provide the following:

1. Written documentation of the disability

2. A qualified, certified/licensed/registered professional who is qualified to diagnose disabilities
should prepare documentation, including but not limited to doctors of medicine, doctors of
osteopathy, educational diagnosticians, learning specialists, psychologists, physical therapists,
and occupational therapists.

3. Documentation should describe the student’s condition and should include:

A. Specific diagnosis

B. Information that provides the basis for the diagnosis

C. A description of how the diagnosed condition has an impact on a major life activity, such as
learning, and functional limitations the student may have due to the disability

D. Recommendations for reasonable accommodations, if needed, and why such accommodations
are needed

E. Name(s), address(es), telephone number(s), and qualifications of each professional who provides
the documentation.
